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Photography, Media & Communication Policy

1. Introduction

This policy sets out clear guidelines for the safe and responsible use of photography, videography, digital communication and social media within Pro Sports Elite LTD. It aligns with FA Safeguarding Policy, GDPR, NSPCC guidance and KCSIE standards.

2. Purpose

To protect children, young people and vulnerable adults by ensuring:
	•	All media use is consent-based, safe and appropriate.
	•	No unauthorised communication or image sharing takes place.
	•	Pro Sports Elite LTD maintains full compliance with UK data protection laws.

3. Parental Consent
	•	Written parental/carer consent is required for any photography or video capture.
	•	Consent is session/event-specific — not assumed.
	•	Parents have the right to withdraw consent at any time.

4. Acceptable Use of Photography & Media
	•	Only company-approved devices may be used — no personal phones.
	•	Images must be appropriate, dignified and related only to activity/sport.
	•	No names or identifying details to accompany images unless explicitly approved in writing.

5. Prohibited Actions
	•	No photos or videos taken without formal consent.
	•	No private or personal device storage of any images.
	•	No sharing via WhatsApp, Snapchat, Instagram or personal social media.
	•	No one-to-one digital communication with children at any time.

6. Approved & Safe Communication Channels
	•	All communication must go through official Pro Sports Elite LTD channels only.
	•	No use of personal phone numbers or social media for talking to participants.
	•	Parent/guardian contact must be copied in or made via official group platforms.

7. Social Media & Public Sharing
	•	Only authorised staff may post on official company pages.
	•	No tagging, naming or identifying individual children unless separately approved in writing by parents.
	•	Staff must not interact with participants on any personal accounts.

8. GDPR & Secure Data Storage
	•	All data must be stored in compliance with UK GDPR laws.
	•	Images, consent forms and communications must be kept secure and encrypted.
	•	Any data breach must be reported immediately to the DSL.

9. Staff Responsibilities & Monitoring
	•	Each staff member is responsible for following this policy at all times.
	•	The DSL will monitor and audit media use regularly.
	•	Any uncertainty must be referred to the DSL before action is taken.

10. Breach of Policy & Disciplinary Consequences
	•	Any breach may result in disciplinary action or dismissal.
	•	Serious or deliberate breaches may lead to referral to LADO / police.
	•	Failure to follow this policy is treated as a serious safeguarding risk.
